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INVITATION TO THE POSTPONED EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING OF SHAREHOLDERS

Since the Extraordinary General Meeting of Shareholders called for 15 May 2007 did not reach the legal quorum of 50%, the Board of Directors invites shareholders to a new Postponed Extraordinary General Meeting of shareholders to be held in Liège, at the company's head office at 16, rue Bois St-Jean, B-4102 Ougrée-Liège, on Monday 11 June 2007, at 11.00 hours, with the following agenda:
1. Own shares buy back (article 8bis of statutes) :

Proposed resolution :
a) Renewal of the authorisation granted to the Board of Directors in article 8bis, paragraph 2 of the statutes, i.e :

     According to article 620, section 1, paragraphs 1 and 5 and 622, section 2, paragraph 2, of the Code of Companies, the Board of Directors is authorized, without any other decision of the General Meeting, for a period of eighteen (18) months from the day of the publication in the Appendices of the Belgian National Organ of the decision of the Extraordinary General Meeting of 11 June 2007, to purchase a maximum of ten per cent (10%) of the total number of shares issued by the company, fully paid up, for a value equal to stock exchange rate, with a minimum (resp. maximum) value 30% lower (resp. higher) than the average last 15 days and in the respect of conditions of article 620 of the “Code des Sociétés”.
b) Modification of the statutes to include these changes.
c) Powers to be conferred to the Board of Directors for implementation of the resolutions passed:

· Determine the accurate acquisition price of shares to buy back, arrange for equal treatment between shareholders of buying proposals, take care of the strict execution of trade conditions and timing delay;

·  If any, cancel physically own shares and communicate the list to the “Tribunal de Commerce » invite shareholders for an Extraordinary General Meeting to reduce share capital;

· And, overall, fulfill all administrative, accounting, legal works relative to these operations.
2. Renewal of the authorization for the authorized capital procedure (article 6 of the bylaws): 

Reading of the Board of Directors’ special report about motivations and conditions of the use of the authorised capital (same principles as the one used in 2004).
Proposed resolutions :
a) As per decision of the Extraordinary Shareholders Meetings dated 25th September 1998,  7th September 1999 and 15th June 2004, the Board Meeting is authorised to increase the nominal capital  in one or several steps with a maximum amount of 8 300 000 EUR, including the share premium. The authorization given by the Board on15th June 2004 is renewed for a term of 5 years starting on the publication date of the 15th May 2007 deliberation. The Board Meeting is legally entitled to use the authorised capital under the conditions set forth in article 607 of the Companies Code as soon as the company receives a notification from the Banking, Finance and Insurance Commission (CBFA) of a public take-over bid on the securities of the company, taking into account the notification is received within  a period of three years as from the Extraordinary Shareholders Meeting date held on 15th May 2007. 
b) Modification of the statutes to include these changes.
3. Dematerialisation of the Shares
Proposed resolutions :
a) Amend the Articles of Association in order to comply with changes in Belgian legislation regarding the abolition of bearer shares and the conversion of shares into dematerialised form. The dematerialisation process has been initiated through the 5:1 stock split in May 2005 and the application of the Euroclear’s PRIOS shares system.
b) amend  Article 5 paragraph 2 and followings, replace by the following text:

"§2. Non-fully paid shares are registered shares. Fully paid shares or other instruments are bearer shares, dematerialised or registered shares, within the limits set by law. The shareholder can at any time, at his own expense, request the conversion of his shares into registered or dematerialised shares. The dematerialised share is represented by a placement into a securities account, by being entrusted by their holders to an approved financial establishment or liquidation body. There is a share register for each category of registered share. Any shareholder may access the register relating to his shares.

§3. The bearer shares of the company, that have been issued and registered by January 1, 2008, are considered as dematerialised as from that date. The other bearer shares, shall be automatically dematerialised as from January 1, 2008 as they are registered on a securities account.

§4.  The Board of Directors is authorised, within the limits set by law, to establish procedures for the exchange of bearer shares into dematerialised (and/or registered) shares.

 
c)  amend  Article 10 as follows:

§1. The company is authorised, by decision of the Board of Directors, to issue at any time, bonds, other than convertible bonds or bonds linked to subscription rights; the Board of Directors shall determine the type, the interest rate, the mode and timing of reimbursement as well as any other issue conditions.
§2. Furthermore, the company is authorised to issue at any time convertible bonds or bonds linked to subscription rights, or subscription rights by decision of the Shareholders Meeting according to the statutes amendment rules or, within the framework the authorized capital, by a decision of the Board of Directors, 


§3. Such shares shall only be either registered or dematerialised. The dematerialised share is represented by a placement into a securities account, by being entrusted by their holders to an approved financial establishment or liquidation body.

§4. The bearer shares of the company, that have been issued and registered by January 1, 2008, are considered as dematerialised as from that date. The other bearer shares, shall be, automatically dematerialised as from January 1, 2008 as they are registered on a securities account. As from that date, the company shall only issue registered or dematerialised shares.

d) Modification of the statutes to include these changes.
As stated in Article 21 of the articles of association of the company, shareholders who wish to attend this General Meeting are asked to deposit their shares and any proxies no later than the fifth day prior to the meeting, ie. Tuesday 5 June 2007 at the ING bank (Securities Department: +32 2 7382112 or 7382115), mentioning whether they intend to participate to the Extraordinary Shareholders Meeting. Holders of shares on a securities account must provide a declaration of their approved financial establishment or liquidation body, within the same delay and place as mentioned here above, that testifies those shares are locked-up until June 11, 2007 at noon for the equivalent number of shares they would like to declare to the meeting. For each meeting, the bank shall give a distinct receipt that the shareholder or its representative shall remit to the Chairman of the meeting in order to be allowed to attend that meeting. Proxies which are not signed by the final beneficial owner shall not be accepted. Proxies signed by a custodian or sub-custodian must accompanied by another proxy, duly signed by that final beneficial owner, allowing him to exercise the attached rights. Please note that following the new deposit of shares, proxies sent for the first Meeting remain valid for the postponed meeting.
